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GOOD NEWS FOR WESTPORT!

In the midst of difficult economic times, rays of hope keep shining down on Westport, promising a bright future.
Public and private funds continue to find their way to this corner of South Baltimore, and the outlook is looking good.

THE TIF PASSED

ATIF (Tax Increment Financing) is a public financing tool used
across the United States in various community development
and improvement projects, particularly in areas where new
investment cannot take place until outdated infrastructure is
replaced. Essentially, the City borrows money, which is
typically guaranteed by one or more developers, to support a
community development project; the borrowed money is used
to fund infrastructure improvements in the development area,
(roads, water, sewer, etc.); and the increased property tax revenue
generated by the new development is used to pay down the debt

In December 2008, the City of Baltimore passed a bill
authorizing a $160 million TIF, the largest in the city’s history;
for the Westport Waterfront development. (In reality, about
$106 million will fund infrastructure improvements, the rest
will pay for loan fees, administrative fees, and the like.)
Currently, Westport’s waterfront generates $93,000/year in
real property taxes for Baltimore City. With public improvements
funded by the TIF and Turner Development, Westport will
generate about $4.8 million/year in taxes. Once new buildings
are built, VWestport will generate as much as $43 millionfyear in taxes.

The borrowing and disbursement of TIF funds is projected
to take place in two phases, Series A for just over $34.6
million in 2009; and Series B for just under $122.5 million.
After underwriter’s costs and other financing fees, the actual
amount of each issuance to be used to fund public
improvements is just under $23 million in Series A, and just
under $83.4 million in Series B. $6.35 million of the TIF
funds from the second disbursement, Series B, will be used
toward the acquisition of vacant properties in the existing
neighborhood and the redevelopment of those properties into
affordable housing. For a detailed breakdown of Series A,
see the chart below.

It bears noting that TIF money can only be used for public
improvements, (roads, utilities, etc.). It will not be used to pay
or reimburse Turner Development for its own investments in
the project, (i.e., acquisition, architectural costs, marketing,
brownfield clean-up, demolition, etc.), nor Turner’s investments
in the neighborhood, including the initiation of the Westport
Community Partnerships program, Parks & People Foundation’s
greening efforts and the Living Classrooms Foundation’s Clean Team

BRAC ZONE DESIGNATION WAS AWARDED

BRAC stands for Base Realignment and Closure. It’s a
process used by the Dept. of Defense to reorganize
military bases and troop placements. Neighborhoods
surrounding BRAC Zones receive additional government
funding and incentives for infrastructure development to
support the military families moving into the area. And
Westport was awarded BRAC Zone designation due to its
proximity to 1-95 and 295, directly between Fort Meade
and Aberdeen Proving Grounds. In addition to
infrastructure improvements, BRAC is expected to bring as
many as 25,000 new jobs to Maryland beginning in 2011.

STIMULUS FUNDS ARE COMING

On February 17, 2009, President Barack Obama signed
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
into law to provide a stimulus to the nation’s economy,
and Maryland is expected to receive $3.8 billion of ARRA
funds. Mayor Sheila Dixon stated in a press release, “My
top priorities for the Recovery funds are to improve the
city’s aging infrastructure and to strengthen the safety
net for our most vulnerable citizens by providing access
to job training, services, and wherever possible, jobs.” The
Mayor created a Baltimore Economic Recovery Team
(BERT) to coordinate and implement the ARRA funds in
a way that maximizes their benefit to Baltimore City.

TURNER DEVELOPMENT SUPPORT CONTINUES

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BALTIMORE CITY PROPOSALS...

REZONING ANNAPOLIS ROAD

As the older generation in Westport remembers, Annapolis
Road used to be Westport’s “Main Street,” where everybody
shopped and banked and ate and socialized and took care of
day-to-day business. But as the neighborhood fell into
disrepair, the businesses closed up. Because the properties
sat vacant for so long, they reverted to residential zoning.

Now that Westport is on the rise again, it’s time to bring back
“Main Street” to Annapolis Road, an idea consistent with the
Westport Master Plan. By rezoning Annapolis Road as mixed-
use “b” zoning, (business and residential), businesses will be
able to open there again. Perhaps one day Westport will once
again have its own pharmacy, coffee shop, library, bank,
restaurant, hair salon and more.

Rezoning will not force anyone who lives on Annapolis
Road to do anything. But if a homeowner were to want to
open a small shop or business on their first floor, they could.
(Picture Hampden, with its porch-front houses — shops on the
first floor, shop-owners residing upstairs.) In the meantime, new
businesses will finally have a reason to purchase vacant
commercial property on Annapolis Road.

Bringing Main Street back to Annapolis Road has many
benefits: Active businesses bring vitality to a neighborhood,
provide services and products for the neighbors, bring
new jobs to the neighborhood, and provide opportunities
for those who want to start their own businesses. A lively
business area puts more eyes on the street, making the
neighborhood a safer place. And business districts are often
eligible for streetscape improvements, possibly Main
Street designation, additional city services, (such as daily
trash pick-up, additional police coverage), and more.

In September, the Planning Dept. presented the proposal
to the Westport neighborhood during a public meeting, which
about 80 people attended. An informal vote showed an
overwhelming majority in favor of the rezoning.To ensure
that all neighbors’ questions are answered prior to submitting
the bill to City Council, (after which, there will still be two
opportunities for public comment), Planning is holding
another public meeting in Westport on Tuesday, March
31%t, 6:30 pm, at Westport Academy, 2401 Nevada Street.
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ONE-PLUS-ONE:
PROPOSED TRASH AND RECYCLING CHANGES

In January 2008, under Mayor Sheila Dixon’s Cleaner Greener
Baltimore initiative, Baltimore City introduced single-stream
recycling, (recyclable paper, plastic and cans together),
making it easier to recycle in Baltimore City than it is in
most other cities throughout the country. Now the city is
proposing another significant change in service which will
take Baltimore one more step ahead in sustainable living by
protecting the environment, producing less waste and recycling
more. This proposal, however, will need citizen support

The city calls it ONE-PLUS-ONE, which means ONE TRASH COLLECTION
(mixed-refuse) and ONE RECYCLING COLLECTION per address per
week. The change will not only encourage more recycling, it will
be far more efficient and cost-effective for the city, which is facing
serious budget cuts effective July 1st when the new budget takes effect.

Before single stream recycling program was introduced, solid
waste collection methods in Baltimore City had not been updated
for over 35 years. The One-Plus-One program is another step
ahead for Baltimore in finding forward-thinking solutions to
waste collection, a fundamental element of sustainable living.

The Clean Team

The Westport Clean Team, funded by Turner Development
and managed by the Living Classrooms Foundation’s
Project SERVE, began in late September 2008 and has
been working tirelessly ever since, every Monday through
Friday, sweeping the streets and sidewalks of Westport.
The hard work and positive attitude is infectious - visitors
have practically stopped littering and dumping, and
neighbors are taking better care of their own front yards.
Say hello to the Clean Team sometime - they are the ones
in the dark t-shirts taking pride in a job well done.

Monthly Neighborhood Dumpster

Beginning in April, the Westport Neighborhood
Association will reserve a large dumpster from the city’s
community clean-up program. One Saturday morning
each month, the dumpster will be located on a different
corner in Westport for neighbors to use to clean out their
homes and yards. Look for a flyer in April announcing
the first dumpster date, (and the rules for what can be
dumped and what cannot).

Westport Recycles

In December, Westport Community Partnerships, with
the help of Westport Neighborhood Association, handed
out holiday baskets full of goodies to every door in
Westport. The baskets were actually big, yellow Baltimore
City recycling bins, and instructions were included in
the bins. Now everyone in Westport can recycle! (See
page 3 for additional recycling information.)

FACADE IMPROVEMENT GRANTS

The facade improvement grant program is well
underway. Westport Community Partnerships is offering
a matching grant to property owners in Westport to help
improve the fronts of their properties. Grants are awarded
in amounts of up to $2,000, (matching the owner’s
contribution for a total improvement of up to $4,000).
The Living Classrooms Foundation’s Project SERVE is
providing the construction work for the improvements,
which teaches participants job skills and helps them
reintegrate into the workforce. The facade improvement
grant program is a win-win-win. The neighbors get help
cleaning up their properties, the whole neighborhood
gets a facelift, and the Project SERVE participants have
an opportunity to advance in the workforce.

Turner Development is funding the program with an
initial donation of $50,000. Thirteen applications have
been received to date and the first improvement project
has begun, (on Westport Street). Now that Spring is
here, facades will be improving right and left. Westport
property owners - residents and businesses - should not
miss this opportunity.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR HOMEOWNERS, BUSINESS OWNERS & OTHERS...

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE WITH HOUSING REPAIR, LEAD ABATEMENT, REHAB AND FORECLOSURE

Baltimore Housing Office of Rehabilitation offers assistance to help homeowners who need to make emergency repairs through the following programs:

+ SENIOR ROOF REPAIR PROGRAM provides up to $5000 in loan funds to homeowners ages 62 and older who need to repair roofing systems of owner-occupied
properties. The program is available to households earning below 50% of area median income levels. (Baltimore City area median income for 2008 was $78,200.)

+ MARYLAND HOUSING REHABILITATION PROGRAM (MHRP) is a state-wide program that offers below market-rate rehab loans of up to 95% of the property value
to correct health safety violations and major system deficiencies (HVAC, furnace, boilers, water heaters, etc.) of owner-occupied properties. Interest rates vary depending
on income levels, with deferred payments allowed for households below 50% of the state median income. (State median income as of 2007 was $67,989.)

+ CITY HOUSING ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (CHAP) provides below market-rate rehabilitation loans of up to $20,000 for major repairs to owner-occupied
properties. Interest rates vary depending on income levels. The combined yearly household income for the homeowner must be less than 80% of the Baltimore
City median income level. (Baltimore City area median income for 2008 was $78,200.)

« DEFERRED LOAN PROGRAM provides rehabilitation loans of up to $10,000 at a 3% interest rate for critical repairs to properties owned by very low income
households. No monthly payments are made, and all payments are deferred until after the sale or transfer. The combined yearly household income must be
less than 50% of the Baltimore City median income level. (Baltimore City area median income for 2008 was $78,200.)

« STRATEGIC ASSISTANCE FOR EMERGENCIES (SAFE) provides loans to homeowners who have been affected by emergency events (fire, flood, storm, etc.).
Loans up to $5,000 per property may be provided for repair and replacement of damaged or destroyed real property. SAFE loans are secured by liens on the
property. Interest rates vary based on the term of the loan.

+ ACCESSIBLE HOMES 4 SENIORS is a pilot program of the MD Dept. of Housing and Community Development in partnership with the MD Dept. of Aging to
promote accessibility related improvements to the owner-occupied homes of Maryland residents age 55 and older with household incomes of below 80% of the
state median income. (MD State median income as of 2007 was $67,989.) Houses must be structurally sound and free of health and safety hazards, and not
subject to any federal or state tax liens, open bankruptcy or foreclosure.

BALTIMORE CITY LEAD ABATEMENT ACTION PROJECT (LAAP) provides money to property owners to renovate residential or rental properties in Baltimore City
to make them lead safe. For homeowners, up to 100% of the cost of making the home lead safe may be covered, for landlords of affordable rental housing, up to 80%
of the cost may be covered, with a maximum of $5,000 per unit. The program is specifically interested in creating lead-safe housing opportunities for low-income families
with young children. For more information, contact the Baltimore City Health Department, 443.984.3934, or log onto www.baltimorehealth.org or www.leadsafe.org.

LEAD ELIMINATION ACTION PROJECT (LEAP) is a matching grant program, no direct cash assistance is available. The property owner or tenant is responsible for
completing the initial phase of the work, meeting risk reduction standards by removing chipping, flaking, or peeling paint; repairing any structural problems that cause
paint flaking; making sure doors do not rub on lead-painted surfaces; and making all floors smooth and cleanable. Once the risk reduction standards are met, the
Coalition to End Childhood Lead Poisoning installs new windows and provides dust clearance testing free of charge. For more information, contact the Coalition to
End Childhood Lead Poisoning, 410.534.6447, or log onto www.leadsafe.org.

MARYLAND LEAD HAZARD REDUCTION GRANT PROGRAM provides grants and loans of up to $15,000 to help homeowners and landlords make their property
lead safe. The financial assistance provided (grant or loan) is based on the applicant’s ability to repay. There are no income limits. The work plan must fully address
all of the lead hazards present in the project.

HOME OWNERS PRESERVING EQUITY (HOPE), a new foreclosure assistance program from the MD. Dept. of Housing and Community Development, will help some
homeowners who are having trouble paying their mortgages refinance into affordable mortgages or catch up on missed payments while negotiating a better outcome than
foreclosure.

SMALL BUILDER LOAN PROGRAM is a flexible financing product for individual investors with a vision to rehabilitate Baltimore City properties. Designed for single family and
small business properties, this flexible program can be tailored to suit the needs of the small investor, providing the best financing options. Borrowers must have successfully
completed three projects over the last two years.

MARYLAND CAPITAL ACCESS PROGRAM (MCAP) is a revitalization loan resource to support the growth and success of small businesses in Priority Funding Areas in
Maryland. (All of Baltimore City is a Priority Funding Area.) Most Maryland small businesses, including nonprofit organizations, are eligible. Current participating lenders
are BB&T, Bank of America, PNC Bank and SunTrust Bank.
